Requirements
· IIS 6 or IIS 7 (Interface if different for IIS 7) 
· .NET 3.5
· Microsoft SQL 2005 with a login of: QSINET  PW: QSI
· Windows Installer for .MSI files (ref. http://msdn2.microsoft.com/en-us/library/aa367449.aspx)

Step 1:  Website folder
1. Copy the Website and Debug folder to the web server from the zip file.
2. Modify the web.config file in the Website folder.
This should be modified to point to the database and server where you will be testing the app.  Scroll to the bottom and change the pss5 values.
Also, make sure the User QSINET exists on your database with Public rights.

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Step 2:  Install .NET 3.5 if not already on web server

Run dotNetFx35setup.exe
Step 3:  Ajax install
Run ASPAJAXExtSetup.msi

Step 4:  Create virtual directory under default web site or another web site in IIS
1. Right click on My Computer and select Manage or go into IIS from the Administrator Tools
2. Expand Services and Applications

3. Expand Internet Information Services

4. Expand Web sites

5. Right click on Web site and click Start
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6. Right click on Web site.  Select New ​​( Virtual Directory, hit Next
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7. Provide Alias Name i.e. “TMMWeb” and hit Next
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8. Browse to location of unzipped context from Step 1 above and select the “Website” subdirectory and hit Next
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9. Click “Read” and “Run_scripts” permissions – hit Next and click Finish
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10. Right click on new virtual directory and select Properties
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11. Press Create (if available – otherwise Remove button is shown but don’t press Remove) in the Application Settings section of the Virtual Directory tab.

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 Step 5:  Crystal Reports
On the web server:
If you are using the Default Web Site:

1. Install new version of crystal runtime (11.5) (CrystalReports11_5_NET_2005.msi.  The Crystal Install Key is B6W60-01CS200-00GTK90-0G01

2. Verify that the web.config is configured properly for Crystal Reports:
<add key="QSolution.Framework.ApplicationConfiguration.CrystalToolbarImagesDir" value="~/../crystalreportviewers115/images/toolbar/"/>
If you are using another Web Site other than Default:

1. Install new version of crystal runtime (11.5) (CrystalReports11_5_NET_2005.msi.  The Crystal Install Key is B6W60-01CS200-00GTK90-0G01
2. Find out where the local path is for the web site by right mouse clicking on the web site in IIS, go to properties, and click on the Home Directory tab.  
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3. Go to Explorer and navigate to Home Directory Local Path.  Create the following folders at the end of the local path:  \aspnet_client\system_web\2_0_50727

4. Copy the crystalreportviewers115 folder in C:\Inetpub\wwwroot\aspnet_client\system_web\2_0_50727  to the end of the newly created folders.
5. Create a virtual directory named “crystalreportsviewer115” that points to the newly created folders from above as follows:
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6. Right click on new virtual directory and select Properties.  Change Execute Permissions to Scripts and Executables.
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7. Verify that the web.config is configured properly for Crystal Reports:
